English Bible study in Debrecen, Hungary 
looks a lot like the early church. Every 
week, people from all nations gather 
together in Christian community, sharing a 
simple meal, proclaiming the gospel, and 
meeting in small groups for prayer and 
discipleship. There is also a sharing table 
available where people can give away 
items or take what they need. For college 
students, this is usually food or clothing. 
Sometimes, however, very special items 
are shared. 

In 2019, when the Bible study began, 
a student named Owen was a big help. 
After graduating, he moved back home 
and immediately found work. Owen had 
planned to return for his ceremony, but 
COVID-19 changed his plans. He had left 
a duffle bag with us filled with valuable 
resources and books. When we contacted 
him a few years later, he generously 
told us to give it to another chemical
