Have you tasted God’s goodness?

One way we have experienced God's
goodness is by witnessing Esme, a young
adult we met at the start of our ministry
in Mexico, mature into a strong leader in

the local church. Esme lives in Zongozotla,

Puebla, an indigenous community in the
Sierra Norte de Puebla. She has always
been curious and is not afraid to try new
things. Many women in our area do not
travel far from home; however, Esme is
always willing to travel with us when she
has free time. Esme has participated in
several of our workshops throughout the
years and shares that it has deepened
her curiosity about the things of God.
Three years ago, she started working

in the children's ministry as a Sunday
school teacher; now she is the head of
the children's ministry.

It is challenging for indigenous Mexicans
to leave their community to obtain a
seminary education. We bring education
to them by creating classes and
partnering with a Baptist seminary in
Mexico City. Many times, we discuss how
to identify potential people to become
missionaries within our organization here
in Mexico. During a recent conversation,
Esme told us that she senses a call to be
a missionary. She shared that God started
speaking to her through her theological
studies. Esme has tasted and has seen
that the Lord is good, and she is willing
to leave what is familiar to share God's
goodness with others.
